We will be writing to all our patients over the age
of 65 and those who have a chronic disease.

The flu vaccine is very safe
and there is good scientific
evidence that it is very
effective in protecting people of
more mature years or with a
chronic disease from
developing complications such as serious chest
infections. It is recommended that everyone over
the age of 65 should have a pneumoccocal
vaccination as well, which you will require only
once in your lifetime, and this will be available to
you on the day.

Once you have had the vaccine protection from
flu lasts about a year, so for continued protection
you will need to come annually for your flu
immunisation. The flu jab will not protect you

from the ordinary coughs and colds that most
people develop sometime during the winter
months.
